A “Signal” is given for each Picture, along with the initial sound of The
picture. (See section on Signals).

The animal theme is used because it is universal and because
children relate readily to animals. Each Zoo-phonics animal becomes a
friend and fool to the child fo be used in reading. spelling and writing.

This systemn involves teaching the lower case letters of the alphabet
wather than the upper case letters. This enables the student o begin reading The following are the Animails, their given names and
without delay.

In Zoo-phonics, a child's initial introduction to reading and spelling
comes through sound-blending” with the Animal Pictures rather than letters.
It also allows for more advanced reading and spelling skills o be taught af
the appropriafe time.

The names are a useful tool in reinforcing the Picture-Letter sounds.
